In 2013, heavy rain caused massive flooding along Colorado’s Front Range. 
In response, the Church provided over 8,000 volunteers who performed 
more than 50,000 hours of service. The Church also provided over $100,000 
worth of emergency materials to victims and other service organizations.

Partnering with Catholic Charities 
The Church partnered with Catholic Charities in 2017 to ship 3,000 
Thanksgiving turkeys, provide large-scale cooking equipment, and supply 
$35,000 worth of furniture and financial support to homeless shelters in 
Denver, Colorado Springs, and Fort Collins.
